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After the Sabbath, as the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to see the 
tomb.  And suddenly there was a great earthquake, for an angel of the Lord, descending from heaven, came and 
rolled back the stone and sat on it….But the angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you are 
looking for Jesus who was crucified.  He is not here, for he has been raised, as he said. Come, see the place where 
he lay.  Then go quickly and tell his disciples, ‘He has been raised from the dead, and indeed he is going ahead of 
you to Galilee; there you will see him.’ This is my message for you.” So they left the tomb quickly with fear and 
great joy and ran to tell his disciples.  Suddenly Jesus met them and said, “Greetings!”  Matthew 28:1-2, 5-6, 8 

 

A couple of weeks ago, the Oscars were given out.  Whether or not I’ve seen any of the movies, most of the time, I 
genuinely enjoy watching people receive awards, especially when it’s someone who has never received one before.  
This year, the acting categories were especially rich since 16 of the 20 people nominated in the actor/actress and 
supporting actor/actress categories had not just never won an Oscar, they’d never even been nominated before.   

Though I was hopeful that another person would win the supporting actress award, I was happy for Jamie Lee Curtis, 
who along with her fellow acting winners, gave an emotional speech, reminding us of the work that it took to get to 
that point.  All of the eventual winners were among the first-time nominees, though each of them had significant 
experience in movies before this. 

It reminded me of something I had read about Curtis’ attitude when she’s on the set of a project.  Unlike many stars, 
she doesn’t return to her trailer or dressing room when they’re filming a scene she’s not in.  She doesn’t believe in 
leaving the set as long as they’re filming anything, and because of this practice, she’s expanded her role in many 
movies with directors asking her to be in the background of scenes or even speak lines that they are inserting at the 
last minute.   

She gets opportunities because she shows up and is present.   

I think about the women who were the first to come to the tomb, even though they didn’t know what they would 
find, even though there may not have been anything for them to do except to continue to care for a body.   

I think about people in my own life who keep showing up, not intrusively, but patiently present. 

I think about the people in our congregation who just keep showing up, even if they’re not sure why or what God can 
do with them. 

There’s no indication that Curtis won the Oscar because of her practice of showing up, just like there are not 
necessarily any awards for any of us.  Many people find that the rhythms of life, often impeded by illness or 
incapacity or travel, got completely turned upside down by the pandemic, and while we’re trying to find our balance 
again, we’re also dealing with a slew of changes.   

So let me say—I know how hard it is to show up.  There is no shame in not being able to show up.  But we should 
never assume that we’re not needed by others and by God.   

Mary Magdalene and the women showed up, just like they had probably shown up to care for the bodies of other 
loved ones.  They didn’t know who would roll the stone away.  They didn’t know that they would be the first to 
receive the Resurrection news.  They didn’t know that they would be charged with setting everything in motion to let 
the world know. 

I look forward to celebrating their showing up with you on Easter morning!
